ONLINE APPLICATION 
 

Complete and submit the online application including the following uploaded materials: 
 

 Topical Essay (250 – 500 words): “Identify the most important economic, political or social issue facing   
     your country. Please explain its significance and offer at least one solution.” 

 Statement of Purpose (400 – 500 words): “State your reasons for applying to the Institute, and what  
     you would gain personally, professionally and academically by attending.”  

 One-page Resume 

 Economics Pre-requisite: Indicate an economics course taken or planned to be taken before the start of the  
     institute that will satisfy the pre-requisite. 
 
SUPPLEMENTAL MATERIALS 
 

The following materials must be submitted in addition to the online application: 
 

 Official Transcript: Must be mailed in sealed envelope or faxed/emailed directly from the home university’s   
     registrar using the contact information below. 

 Letter of Recommendation: One letter from a professor, dean or academic advisor must be sent through  
      the online application system, via fax or mail using the contact information below. A second letter is strongly   
      recommended as many of the ICPES internship sites require an additional letter during the placement  
      process. 

 $50 Application Fee: Must be paid via credit card at the time of submission of the online  
      application or via check mailed to the address listed below. 
 
SCHOLARSHIP APPLICATION 
 

Students wishing to apply for a scholarship MUST do so when submitting their application for admission. 
 

 Scholarship Statement (250 words): “Write a brief statement describing your need for a  
      scholarship.” Must be uploaded into the online application system. 

 Personal Financial Materials: Must be uploaded into the online application or sent via fax or mail  
      using the contact information below.
